Board Resolution Summary:

The original Board Resolution#1071, dated 2008, authorizes the Chief Executive Officer, the Chief
Financial Officer, and the Associate Administrator of the District to deposit and withdraw funds
in the Local Agency Investment Fund (LAIF) in the State Treasury.

Since then titles have changed and in order for Ed Fayen, Executive Vice President, to continue to
be an authorized signer on the LAIF account an updated Board Resolution is required. The trustee
of the bond proceeds has also changed from Union Bank of California, N.A. to U.S. Bank.

The new Board Resolution is updated to 1) include the Executive Vice President position and 2)
omit the name of the trustee bank, so that the there is no need for a new resolution in the event that
the trustee changes in the future.

Hartz, and members of the Board.
